Reports  The Annual report, together with the Fabric report, the Goods & Ornaments report and the 
Deanery Synod report were put before the meeting and agreed with a general Aye.  

Electoral Roll Report.   In the absence of the Electoral Roll Officer, the Secretary reported that 
of the 126 members recorded in 2007, twenty one names had been removed; having moved 
away or had not responded to a request for them to remain on the list.  Sixteen new 
applications had been received and the final figure for the 2008 Roll stood at 121 .  One further 
application had been received late and would be processed in due course.

Business  

PCC Resolution  Constitutional Changes  

The Chairman explained that ideally the following Resolution would have been agreed at the 
2007 APCM so that we could comply with the Churchwarden’s measure 2001 and reduce the 
number of Churchwardens to two by 2012. As that was not the case he thanked those 



attending for agreeing to this APCM being the first meeting of the evening so that the 
Resolution could be included in the following Parishioners’ Meeting.   

Proposal  put before the PCC on 12 March 2008   

The Chairman said that under the Churchwardens measure, changes had to be made and we 
were committed to reducing the Churchwardens to two by 2012.  At the same time he was 
proposing that members elected to the PCC would now serve for only three years.  2008 would 
see no changes but in: 

 2009 the Churchwardens would be reduced to 8. 
 2010 to 6, 2011 to 4, 2012 to 2 
At this point the elected members to the PCC would be 12 plus the 2 churchwardens and the 
Rector making 15 in all. 

The Secretary confirmed that Michael Henderson-Begg would not be standing for re-election 
as Churchwarden in 2008. 

It was agreed  that this proposal should be put to the APCM on 30 April 2008.
